Do you ever feel like 
there is just not enough 
hours in the day to do every-
thing on your list? This is a 
daily occurrence for me. 
There is so much more that I 
wanted to do today and the 
hour is late. There are many 
sayings about time like “there 
is never enough time” or “it is 
about time” that capture 
some of our frustrations and 
challenges with the clock. 

Yet, people aren’t wear-
ing time on their wrists like 
they once did, although Ap-
ple is working hard to con-

vince us to wear time plus 
other apps. In a Wall Street 
Journal article this past 
March, Swiss watchmaking 
executive Jean-Claude Biver 
laments that “It’s the first 
time we have young people 
not buying watches. Time is 
everywhere. Why should 
these kids buy something 
for the wrists that tells them 
the same thing they get 
everywhere?” Its not that 
time is no longer important 
its that time is pervasive. 1 

There are two words for 
time in the New Testament. 
The first is chronos which 
refers to clock or calendar 
time. Our English word 
“chronology” derives from 
this Greek word for time. 
Chronos time is sequential 
and moves in one direction. 

seem to happen quickly with 
little warning. We likely didn’t 
see it coming and once its here 
we are either powerless to 
change course or don’t have 
enough time to do so.  
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A ship wreck differs in 
a number of ways from a 
train wreck. First, and most 
frightening to most of us is 
that it takes place on water. 
Now I love the water and 
I’m quite comfortable in 
water to a point. But I don’t 
live in water. I’m not a fish. 
So if the ship I’m traveling 
on sinks, eventually I sink 
unless there is something 

else that can keep me afloat. 
So when we think of life 
situations that are like a ship 
wreck, we are talking about 
monumental events that gen-
erally affect a lot of people 
and put us into very unfa-
miliar territory. Another 
difference between a train 
wreck and a ship wreck is 
the duration and the amount 
of warning. Train wrecks

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Chronos time is expressed 
as past, present or future. 
Chronos time was a human 
construct in order to meas-
ure time. 

There is another word 
for time in the New Testa-
ment called kairos. Rather 
than a linear measure, 
Kairos time refers to the 
“opportune” time. It is the 
opposite of trying to dig a 
post hole after the ground is 
frozen. Instead we choose 
kairos time when the 
ground is soft and more 
easily penetrated with a 
post hole digger.  
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Kairos time is important when we want 
to ask a favor or convince someone to 
do something that they may not want 
to do. 

Most important, Kairos time is 
God’s timing. 
Always on 
time. Never 
too early. 
Never too 
late. God is 
on the mark 
and God is 
on time, 
Kairos time 
that is. Which 
quite often 

does not line up with our Chronos 
time. So while we patiently wait, or at 
least try to be patient, we worry and 
fret over God’s Kairos time because we 
do not live close enough to Jesus 
Christ to see his Apple watch or at least 
to ask Him about the timing. 

Oh I think that the vast majority of 
us pray. You bet we pray when the 
stakes are high. This is a time when we 
go back to the Scripture where Jesus 
promised that if we ask we will receive. 
But often left out of our interpretation 
of Jesus’ promise is that we receive that 
which we need on Kairos time.  
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unfamiliar dry land, with unfamiliar 
circumstances. Yet familiar needs. 

Paul found himself on just such a 
journey. Departing his homeland for 
Rome his ship encountered one obsta-
cle after another. Paul was neither the 
Captain nor the Pilot. He lived at the 
mercy of others who put their own lives 
ahead of his but who knew how to nav-
igate the sea yet incapable of control-
ling the sea. Paul was not silent in his 
captivity. He ministered to the people 
that he traveled with offering encour-
agement and eventually hope for their 
own survival. Caught in storms and 
desperate to find safe harbor the crew 
eventually wrecked close enough to the 
Island of Malta to be saved. Once there, 
Paul made the best of it. He ministered 
to the local residents, healing their sick 
and sharing the Gospel.  

Paul had discerned that he was being 
called to Rome to take the Good News 
there but Paul had learned that faithful-
ness requires patience which requires a 
trust in God’s ability to navigate storms 
even during times when hope is harder to 
find. Perhaps Paul was certain that spend-
ing time in Malta was part of God’s plan. 
Perhaps Paul knew that even if nature or 
human incompetence had temporarily 
delayed the unfolding of God’s plan that 
God would make the best of it and that 
there was work to be done while waiting. 

    Whether you find yourself recovering 
from a train wreck, trying to avoid a train 
wreck, or if you are in the midst of what 
appears to be a certain ship wreck, un-
folding in slow motion, but leaving you 
feeling powerless, God’s plan continues to 
unfold. And if all of these wrecks are too 
many metaphors, let them go. 
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Ship wrecks usually unfold over a longer 
period. A storm is seen over the horizon 
but it could dissipate or move a different 
direction. The wind changes and we need 
to change course if not change our desti-
nation. We have choices to make. Some 
of our choices could save the day. Poor 
choices could make matters worse. 

When I think of present day ship 
wrecks that seem to be unfolding in our 
midst I think of our political circumstanc-
es, particularly on the national level. With 
a mid-term election coming up it is no 
surprise this is on my mind. My in-box is 
full of emails making political claims. 
Too many of them are unsettling, intend-
ed to create fear and a sense of urgency to 
cast my vote their way. But as I stand 
back a bit what I see is an impending ship 

wreck that has been unfolding with each 
wave and exasperated by each passing 
storm. I have come to realize that ship 
wrecks don’t always happen. Situations 

change and momentum can shift in fa-
vorable ways. 

Within this national ship wreck con-
cern is our beloved city and neighbor-
hood. National politics aside Flint has 
been in the midst of a ship wreck that 
could be described as our ship going 
aground and helpless to move in any 
direction. While I don’t ordinarily sub-
scribe to this extreme I can see how after 
decades of further decline we certainly 
have not been “underway” at cruising 
speed in a very long time. Perhaps the 
problem is not our circumstances. Per-
haps the problem is that our destination 
has changed but we are still holding onto 
an old itinerary. Like train wrecks, scrip-
ture also offers examples of ship wrecks 
that offer incite and wisdom. 

The story from the Book of Acts 
about the Apostle Paul’s trip to Rome is 
a story of adventure and intrigue. On 
Paul’s way to his destiny he encountered 
waypoints or intermediate stopovers. 
Places that he visited before his journey 
could continue. Dry land, perhaps, but 

...a furious wind that split  
the hills and shattered 
the rocks-but the Lord 
was not in the wind…
there was an earthquake-
but the Lord was not the 
earthquake...there was a 
fire-but the Lord was not 
in the fire. And after the 
fire there was the soft 
whisper of a voice.

And we not only pray but we look 
for signs and wonders of the sorts 
that we talked about over the past 
two weeks. We want to know 1) Is 
God listening? and 2) Did God 
understand the specifics of our 
prayer enough to deliver on our 
specification? 

Expecting God to meet our 
specifications can be a lot like try-
ing to tell a master pottered spe-
cifically how we want our bowl to 
be shaped, down to the techniques 
we expect the master to use in His 
craft. Our best outcome would 
happen if the master craftsperson 

doesn’t listen to us. If the result is not 
exactly what we thought we wanted. 
Its only after we express our disap-
pointment that we realize that we now 
have a blessing that can only come by 
the one who knows us and pottery 
making flawlessly. 

There was a time when the proph-
et Elijah was on the run, hiding from 
Queen Jazabel who had threatened to 
have him executed. Elijah was no 
stranger to God’s voice having learned 
to faithfully rely on God in the most 
difficult of circumstances. But In 1 Kings 
chapter 19 Elijah is waiting for a Word 
from God. For me, one of the precious 
questions that God asks Elijah is “What 
are you doing here?” I get that ques-
tion a lot from God. The difficult part is 
knowing whether the implication is 
that I am not where I am supposed to 
be or I am where I belong but God 
wants me to know for sure. 

As the story in scripture goes Eli-
jah waited to hear from God anticipat-

ing God would 
speak through 
a natural phe-
nomena. Elijah 
listens for God 

in the midst of a wind storm, an earth-
quake, and a fire. But no Word from 
God. But God is present with Elijah and 
once the prophet stills his soul, putting 
his ear close enough to God’s voice to 
hear a whisper, Elijah hears from God. 
“What are you doing here Elijah?” 

How about you? Are you waiting 
for a Word from God on a matter of 
importance? How is your patience 
holding out? Are you where you 
should be or have you specified to 
God how you expect life to be and are 
simply waiting for delivery of your or-
der? God has a plan for us and it a 
plan for our good. But first, we need to 
be close enough to God to hear a gen-
tle whisper.

10:38–42, John 11:1–44, and John 12:1–
11. Scholars suspect that Jesus frequently 
stayed with the two sisters and their brother 
Lazarus, but these are the three stories of 
Jesus visiting them that we find in 
scripture.

A quick word about what is 
meant by “other gods” so there is 
no confusion. In the first of the 
Ten Commandments God spells 
out a divine insistence on where 
our focus belongs. On God and 
God alone. Worship of any other 
god is forbidden and a train 
wreck waiting to happen. What 
are other gods? The most obvi-
ous is money, but other gods 
include cars, other persons, drugs 
& alcohol, getting our own way, 
control, power, and more.              
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and would bring praise and honor to 
my name.” 

But, the people ignored God’s 
plan for intimacy and obedience, 
giving into temptations in the same 
way that the first couple did in Gene-
sis. God’s message to Jeremiah is to 
the point: “But they would not obey 
me.” God’s threat that follows from 
this declaration in Jeremiah sounds a 
bit harsh. But, God is not happy with 
the people of Judah because they 
are chasing after other gods. Sound 
familiar? 

Trains were not around dur-
ing the times of the Old Testa-
ment prophets but shorts were. 
So our theme verse uses a pair 
of shorts as a metaphor for a 
train wreck — which is in turn 
our metaphor for a really bad 
situation that we all would rather 
avoid. In Jeremiah 13:11 God re-
veals to the prophet the divine 
goal: “Just as shorts fit tightly 
around the waist, so I intended all 
the people of Israel and Judah to 
hold tightly to me. I did this so

In other words, anything that gets in 
our way of obedience to God. 

We can quickly become so busy 
chasing after other gods we have little 
time to hear the voice of the One True 
God. And God tries to warn us we are 
either too busy to listen or unwilling to 
be obedient. God will warn us against 
doing what we are choosing to do if we 
are headed for a train wreck. Scripture 
is full of stories that illustrate the conse-
quences. We are like a pair of under-
wear that gets hidden in a rock. They 
soon wear out and no longer fit our 
body. They are ruined. They are a “train 
wreck.” 

Like the pair of linen shorts that 
God told Jeremiah to put in the rocks, 
should we pursue other gods long 
enough, we are ruined. Our life be-
comes a train wreck. 

Many of us come to realize that we 
are like the prophet Isaiah as he came 
face to face with God’s call on his life: 
“There is no hope for me! I am 
doomed because every word that pass-
es my lips is sinful, and I live among  
people whose every word is sinful” 

(Isaiah 6:5 GNT). 

The prophet encounters God and 
realizes that he had not obeyed God 
and lived among people who likewise 
did not obey God. This is all of us. This 
leads to a train wreck sooner or later. 

Discernment involves a communi-
ty open to the possibility that God is 
speaking through actions and deci-
sions all around us. For example, why 
did our weekly book club small group 
study a book about democracy? Clear-
ly, our situation in Washington has 
reached an all-time low, but some 
question whether the church should 
take a position on politics? When Jesus 
said to give to Caesar (government) 
that which they claim and give to God 
what God claims was He making a 
politically neutral statement? Or is Je-
sus calling it like it is?  

Here is a possible discernment: 
What if God is calling Asbury to be-
come more active in making a political 
statement of inclusion and  democratic 
process? After all the work that we are 
doing in our community cannot be 
done in a vacuum. The City’s Master 
Plan affects our community and the 

people we serve. Decisions about land 
usage, whether we can combine lots, 
drill wells, eliminate streets and use 
buildings are all a part of God’s plan 
for good. 

God has a plan for Asbury that 
includes all of us in one way or anoth-
er. God has a plan for every person 
and it is a plan for our own good. But 
unless we are obedient to God’s plan 
we cannot benefit from God’s divine 
favor. 

Whether you are recovering from 
a train wreck or hoping to avoid one, 
join us each Sunday for a practical 
message that can help you face your 
challenges.
